No matter how you recycle, the County thanks you for your efforts. Here’s 
a tip to maximize your recycling efforst the next time you finish a 
refreshing, cold beverage: 
 

 Take your aluminum, glass and plasic beverage containers to your 
local recycling center for a cash refund (5 ȼ for containers less than 
24 oz. and 10 ȼ for containers 24 oz. or larger). 

 

 Toss your rinsed beverage containers into your blue curbside 
recycling cart with your other recyclables.
