What is Grasscycling?

Grasscycling means that lawn clippings stay on
the lawn. This encourages a healthy lawn, as
clippings add valuable nitrogen to the soil. For
best results, use a mulching mower and mow less
than 1/3 the height of the grass.

What is Vermicomposting?
Vermicompost is a natural process of using
earthworms (and associated micro-organisms)
to break down organic waste and convert it into
a rich material loaded with plant nutrients
called worm castings. This dramatically speeds
up the composting process and boosts the
nutrient content of the end product. Check out
to build your own worm bin.
