The LAAC also addresses issues such as outreach and discusses ways to improve the voting experience for language minority communities.
What is VAAC’s Role?
As a committee under the County Clerk/Registrar of Voters, members of the VAAC are essential in participating in the process of improving access to voting and election materials. The VAAC provides recommendations that help ensure voters with disabilities and seniors can vote independently and privately. The VAAC also addresses issues such as accessible voting systems and polling sites, and discusses ways to improve the voting experience. 
What is VAAC?
The Voting Accessibility Advisory Committee (VAAC) of Shasta and Tehama Counties was established in 2014. The VAAC is designed to assist the county Election Departments with issues related to the accessibility of elections for seniors and individuals with disabilities.
What is LAAC?
The Language Accessibility Advisory Committee (LAAC) of Shasta and Tehama Counties is an advisory committee to the Elections Office. The mission of the LAAC is to advise and assist the County Registrar with implementation of Federal and State laws relating to access to electoral process by voters with limited English proficiency, so that all persons who can vote can understand the voting process.
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
